Spring and Summer Camp Cadet Kit List 

TRAINING KIT   Cadets should bring the following: 

All issued military clothing and equipment. This must include beret , belt , brassard , trousers 

lightweight . Combat shirt(s) , jacket  and trousers . Jersey HD , boots  and enough suitable 

socks   (preferably thick woollen) for training days. Boot cleaning gear . 

Sports kit  and trainers , including old clothing for canoeing , etc. Swimming costume . 

Optional items may include military green T-shirt(s) , Norwegian shirt , field cap , woollen hat  and 

warm gloves . 

Waterproof jacket  and trousers  should be brought, if in possession. 

The following items of equipment should be brought, if in possession. 

Torch (and spare batteries)  Large Rucksack  Small Rucksack  Webbing  

String (preferably green)   Sleeping Bag  Alarm Clock   Whistle  

Remember, you must carry your own kit. 

PERSONAL KIT Cadets should bring: 

Enough underwear for the duration of camp . Civilian shoes and/or trainers .  

Tidy civilian clothing for off duty wear which might include jeans , T-shirts , sweatshirts , etc. ς 

whatever you normally wear at home. Do not forget the disco, cold days, rainy days . 

Sleepwear : allow for the fact that you may have to walk to another building to use showers and toilets. 

Towels , washing kit , shaving kit (if needed) . Female cadets should bring there preferred brand of 

sanitary protection . 

High protection factor sunscreen or block . Lip salve is useful . Small personal first aid kit . 

Travel washing liquid or a small container of washing powder . 

Padlock for securing locker . This should have a combination or two keys, one of which is to be handed in 

to company office in an envelope marked with the cadets name. 

Knife, fork, spoon  and mug . 

All kit should be marked. Kitbag or suitcase to be labelled with name, company and destination. You are 

responsible for your own possessions at camp.   

Shared items: such as radios, irons and hairdryers can be pooled.
